Fit the magnet with a diluted soapy 
water solution on the edge of the glass and push fit the magnet as 
shown with the angle facing inwards.  
 

Where a tray is not used, mark a line at nominal tray size –7mm to 
represent the outside edge of the tray. 
 
(Nominal tray example: 800mm tray fitment –7mm therefore the line 
should be positioned at 793mm from the wall then mark back 30mm as 
shown above) 
 
From the outer edge of the tray, use the measuring tool (N) to create a 
pencil line 30mm in as shown. 

This step is only applicable to the flat glass side panel and NOT the in 
line panel, continue to step 4 if installing the in line panel. 
 
Fit the wall profile (if the wall is not perfectly vertical or bowed). 
 
Use a diluted soapy water solution on the edge of the glass edge. Push 
the profile onto the glass. Slacken the wall bracket screws with the 
supplied 5mm hexagon key (I) to allow the brackets to slide forward. 

Decide on the orientation of the panel with the brackets on the inside of 
the enclosure. 
 
Clean the bottom edge of the fixed panel with white spirits, and ensure 
that the edge is dry. Ensure that the protection strip (C) is the correct 
length and if required trim using a sharp blade. 
 
Remove the self adhesive backing on the strip (C) and attach to the 
bottom edge of the fixed hinge panel.
