If drilling holes in ceramic tiles, use a piece of masking tape on the
tile to stop the drill bit from slipping.

DO NOT use your drill on hammer action when drilling holes in
ceramic tiles.

To prevent the formation of water spots on the glass, use the
squeegee supplied in the installation fixing pack to wipe down the
glass after every shower.

Always use plenty of water and a soft cloth or sponge to wipe down
all aluminium sections and plastic parts.

Do not use any solvents or abrasive chemicals to clean this
product.

We recommend that this product is cleaned with Showerlux
'Showerclean’ once a week. This will help to reduce the build up of
lime scale.

Where a tray is used check that the tray is level in all directions as
shown above.

If a tray is not being used then proceed to step 2.

The protection strip must be fitted to all units.

Clean the bottom edge of the panel/s with white spirits, and ensure that
the edge is dry. Ensure that the protection strip (C) is the correct length
and trim using a sharp blade if required.

Remove the self adhesive backing on the strip (C) and attach to the
bottom edge of the panel/s.

With the glass in position, ensure that the panel is situated evenly and
centrally on the tray with the main panel approximately 20mm in from
the outside of the tray. Using a pencil, mark the outside corners
approximately 50mm in each direction as shown.

Where a tray is not used, mark a line parallel to the opposing wall,
within the adjustment of the support bars of the unit. Position the panel
along this line. Once the panel is in position, maintain support of the unit
during the following fitting steps.

Keeping the panel/s vertically in position, measure the distance from the
wall to the outer edge of the glass. Add a further 10mm to the “Z”
dimension and mark the brace bar.

Using a fine tooth saw, cut the brace bar to the desired length
(Z+10mm) as shown above.
